Ipswich often has the most National Hot Rod meetings over the course of the year but those not in that class have few opportunities to race around the fast Foxhall tarmac. Slick Cars are just another name for the constantly evolving beast of Outlaw racing (those with a National spec. cars that don’t race in the ultra competitive National Hot Rods qualifying series). In addition to those V6 Super Rods have joined in with this series but do score points for their own Avon Tyres sponsored series. 

25 cars arrived for the meeting but only 23 were able to race. 48 Gary Farrington’s new BMW E36 looked fantastic but didn’t race, while 52 Mark Wellington’s throttle stuck open in practice sending the car into the fence hard at turn 1. He had to wait to the end of the meeting before the forklift could drop his car onto the trailer. Two cars did race as 92, bit confusing for the fans.
The format of the meeting would have 3 groups, at the front would be the Super Rods, starting on the back straight the Outlaws and the National Hot Rods would start from turn 4. The following heat those groups would stay the same but they would reverse the grid in their own class. 

Heat 1

50 Geoff Dixon led off the start of the first race with 92 Dave Roberts behind, Roberts did try the outside line and this gave the room for 11 Shaun Jacklin to burst through into the lead with 46 John Wicks in tow, these two pulled away as the faster Outlaws quickly caught Dixon. Wicks moved past Jacklin but he had no answer to 421 Phil Young, once Young caught Wicks he left the door open for an easy pass on the inside. Wicks tried harder to hold back the rest of the Outlaws but once out wide 92 Jack Blood, 29 Peter Blood, 56 Lee Griffiths and 68 Chris Rabbitt who eased beyond him.

Heat 2

Jacklin led away but the race was soon stopped when 158 Pete Grimwood had a monumental blow up entering turn 3. Smoke filled the track and oil lay on the track ready to catch out the approaching drivers. Leader Jacklin skated through, but second placed Wicks pirouetted. 7 Paul Bullard slammed into the fence, 97 Sean Cusack got very sideways and went into the wall backwards; this was the end of the meeting for these two. The majority of the drivers stayed to the inside and away from the oil except 95 Gavin Murray who weaved the carnage. At this point only a stationary yellow had been aired for that corner, when the field came around again Jacklin came through at walking pace, the Outlaws behind were still racing. The slowing Young was spun out by 89 Mick Cave, the yellows were then finally aired. The restart was for the last completed lap (although this was 2 laps before). Running order: Jacklin, Wicks, 67 Chas Farrer, Cave, 120 Ross Harrison, 136 Ivan Grayson and Cave. 

There was a lot of dust laid through turns 3 and 4 making viewing difficult for the first two laps. From the green Jacklin and Wicks pulled away, Farrer had to fend off the Outlaws. Cave had made some progress on the outside but once he was level with Farrer he struggled with the dust. Young though made his way inside Farrer to open the door for the others. Young caught the front two but they kept to the inside, Young went out wide but didn’t have enough laps, he edged out Wicks for second but Jacklin took the overall win.

Final

Jacklin got the drop from grid 2 on Wicks to led the race, the Outlaws charge was led by Cave. Farrer spun on turn 4, this was caused by losing a wheel which instantly brought out the reds, the wheel rolled all the way down the home straight; Rabbitt also spun at turn 4. The running order for the restart was Jacklin, Wicks, Cave, Jack Blood, Grayson, Young and Griffiths. Although the Outlaws had a real speed advantage they couldn’t get past as Wicks positioned himself on the outside on Jacklin as he also wanted to pass. Youngster Blood also tried this outside line but once Wicks started to fall it caused Blood to go backwards as well. Cave had taken up second and he quickly converted that to first going inside of Jacklin with Young, Grayson and Griffiths in tow. These four were locked together for the final few tours, Cave took the overall win and Jacklin won the Super Rod race.

The last Ipswich open which was held on 4th October 2003 and won by 911 Malcolm Blackman. Chris Rabbitt was the only driver who competed in both events.
